
FG 2072 Sterile Conditioner 

How It Works . . .  
 
Air is pulled into the Sterile Conditioner through a 5 micron Pre-Filter and .3 micron 

HEPA Filter. The filtered air then travels down the lamp chamber, where two       
powerful, 39 watt ultraviolet lamps treat free floating pathogens.  

 
The purified air is then sent into the tank headspace, reducing condensation and 

possibility of contamination by droplets. 
 
An FG 2001 Air Vent on the opposing side of the tank allows pressurized air to     

escape, while preventing larger particulates, such as insects, from entering the tank 
headspace. 

 
The FG 2072 Sterile Conditioner is designed for tanks up to 18,000 US gallons, 

and is designed to deliver 4 air changes an hour to an empty vessel                     
(tank top mount).  
 

If you require a system for a tank that exceeds this capacity, or will be remotely  
located a large distance from the tank, the FG 2108 Sterile Conditioner may be    
better suited for this task.  Consult Fuller.
